Imagine you and your family being thrown out of your home. 
From now on, another family will be living there. You have to 
live as refugees and you lose everything. Income, rights and 
a future.
 
This is the reality for over four million Palestinian refugees 
worldwide. Since 1982, Norwegian’s People Aid has been 
working to ensure that these people get their lives and homes 
back.
 
Two thirds of the Gaza strip population is refugees. They 
have been waiting for over 60 years for a chance to move 
back to their homes and villages. Refugees carrying a key 
around their neck are a common sight in Gaza. The key is a 
symbol for the hope they cling on to, even though Palestin-
ians are still being forced out of their homes.

Many of them are living in overcrowded refugee camps with-
out a glimpse of hope for a better future. Half of the Gaza 
strip population are children aged 16 and below. They grow 
up in a fenced in area where safety and tranquility is merely 
something they can dream of.

Today 4,5 million Palestinians are refugees. Half of those 
live outside of Palestine – stripped of all rights.
